Cambrian Extended Day Update: Ms. Christina Bingham, Extended Care Program Coordinator, shared that
Cambrian’s Extended Day just celebrated their 4th year and enrollment is continuing to grow. She highlighted
some events from last summer’s Camp Cambrian STEAM Adventure and the summer Accelerated Learning
Program held at Steindorf. Ms. Bingham also gave an overview of the Extended Day Program's progression
and next steps on the upcoming summer opportunities.
