Budget: Proposed 2024-25 Budget: Dr. John Pappalardo, Chief Financial Officer, shared an overview of the
2024-25 budget. He highlighted the projected revenue, expenditures, and general fund balances. Dr.
Pappalardo reviewed the multi-year assumptions for Cost of living, Average Daily Attendance, CalSTRS,
CalPERS, Unemployment, Restricted Programs and Employee Step and Columns. Dr. Pappalardo, also shared
that Cambrian projects a positive budget for the three-year multi-projection. The proposed Budget will be
brought back for final approval on June 20, 2024.

Board Policies and Requlations: 0415, 4112.2, 4112.22, 4112.23, 4131, 5144, 5144.2, 6159.1, 6159.2, and
6164.5 (First Reading): Superintendent Schwiebert presented the revised and new Board Policies and
Regulations in order to keep the District compliant. There were no suggestions or comments from the Board.
The Policies and Regulations will be brought back at the next meeting for approval as part of the consent
agenda.
