Information - Transportation Funding

2013-2014

In the enactment of the Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF), State funding
for Home to School Transportation was established at a fixed amount, in
perpetuity, based on the amount of funding each district received in 2012-13
for General Education and Special Education transportation.

This was accomplished by providing an “add-on” to the LCCF funding. For
Cambrian School District this fixed amount is $159,032.

2022-2023

The State Budget allows districts to receive the greater of the current
Transportation add-on augmented for Cost-of-Living adjustment (COLA) or

60% of reported transportation costs.
